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Summary

This report highlights the necessity and possibility of establishing first Darul Ulum in Sydney
and the relevance of the proposed property to the purpose. This proposed property is located in
Lakemba which contains a very large number of Muslim populations in Australia. This report
depicts a quick picture of current Muslim population in Australia and its steady growth. It also
outlines the reason for such initiative being taken by the Muslim community in Sydney, its
demand and also a brief discussion of the potential challenges this noble initiative might face
and their possible resolutions.
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1. Introduction

Australia is one of the world’s seven continents located at the south of the Pacific Ocean and
holds a large amount of natural resources and very stable economy. Huge natural resources of
the country and its steady economic growth have always attracted a large number of
populations to migrate into the country from the various corner of the world. The current
Australian population is approximately 22 Million. Though Muslim population of Australia set
their first foot step into the country long time back as a work force mainly from Africa during
British rule and as traders from Indonesia, the Afghan Camel drivers, who are considered
being the first large number of Muslim migrant, came into the country between 1840-1860.

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3.Challenges Faced By The society in Sydney

As mentioned earlier, despite of the number of Masjids have been established all around
Sydney or New South Wales, some places of Sydney such as Lakemba which is one of the
heavily populated Muslim suburbs of the capital, still faces strong need for more Masjid space.
Most of the major masjids in Lakemba are compelled to organise two or at times three Friday
prayers to accommodate the number of the Musallis coming for the prayer.

A great shortage of Hafeez E Quran and shortage of Islamic Scholars are also an agonising
challenge that Sydney Muslim community is currently facing. During the Ramadan, Most of
the Musalas or Masjids in Sydney either hire a Hafeez or an Aleem* from abroad or interstate
to organise special Ramadan prayer called Qyamul Layl* or some of the places just can’t even
afford to organise it.

Apart from the above mentioned challenges, another biggest challenge our community in
Sydney are facing is inadequate arrangement for our children to be educated in Deen* or to
become Hafeez* or Aleem*. Though not always easy, number of Students from Sydney is still
travelling to Asia or South Africa or UK or Shift state to Melbourne to become Maolana* or
Mufti*. Unfortunately, Due to the cost factor and no support from the government, despite of
full willingness number of parents can’t afford to send their children to pursue such noble
studies in overseas or interstate.

3.1 Challenges Faced by the Adults:

It is the immense mercy of ALLAH SWT that the matured Muslim population of Australia are
also feeling the need of acquiring religious education to practice Islam in every aspect of life.
Especially Female Muslim population, new Muslims and young to mid age generations are
very keen to learn Quran and Hadith properly. Again the urge of these people are not getting
fulfilled properly due to the shortage of proper place and initiatives.

3.2 Challenges Faced by Youth:

It is a very clear fact that growing up in a Western Society while holding Islam close to your
chest is no less than fighting a religious war. The different illicit attractions of the current
society are continuously ushering our young generation to diverge from the sacred religious
practices and to potentially move towards religious disaster. In this circumstance, proper places
of religious gathering & teaching could savvy this young generation by enlightening their heart
by the teaching of Quran and Sunnah and also by engaging them in various religious welfare &
activities.
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4. Communities Initiative

Our Lord ALLAH SWT who is most the merciful and the most beneficent has put this
realisation into the heart of the dedicated Muslims of all around Sydney and has jolted them
with an awakening thought that its about time to unitedly take an initiative to establish a place
where number of religious activities can be undertaken and all of the above challenges can be
dealt with.

4.1 Proposed Place:

4.1.1 Background of the property:

Our Muslim community in Sydney have been looking for a place which is suitable for
our purpose (can be used as a masjid, religious education centre or place of community
gathering) for a long time. The first time when some of our dedicated members of the
community saw the proposed property, they intended to lease the property as the
property had been left vacant for over four years. After being refused by the owner to
rent the property, community decided to purchase the property and made an offer to
the owner. Almost after 18 months of making the first offer by the community
members, owner of the proposed property decided to sell and directly approached the
community members. After initial consideration & discussion and performing
supplication to ALLAH SWT, Community made the final offer towards the acquisition
based on the valuation carried out by an expert commercial valuer.

4.1.2 Description of the property:

The proposed property which Darul Ulum Sydney Incorp are looking at acquiring is
located at 58-60 Quigg street Lakmeba.

The total land size of the property is approximately 2500sgm. It has a three storied solid brick
establishment which includes under ground car park and massive storage rooms. The first floor
of the establishment is approximately 2000Sgm and combine floor area of all three floors will
exceed 4000sgm.
